Clothing Guidelines

An article of clothing shall be defined as anything worn or carried by a Player during play, except the racket, and including, but not limited to, pullovers, shirts, shorts, skirts, socks, shoes, headbands (including headscarves and turbans), towels, wristbands, bandages and medical supports.
Clothing Colors
1. Singles Match
· Each Player must wear, as far as colour and design is concerned, shirts and shorts (or equivalent articles of clothing) throughout a match.
· No change of colours is allowed.
2. Doubles Match
It is recommended in paired event Each Player in a given pair must wear shirts and shorts (or equivalent articles of clothing) of the same colourand similar design throughout a match.
· No change of colours is allowed.
Note : - 
· If the opposing Players / pairs involved in a match are not wearing significantly different coloured clothing, the Player / pair ranked lower will be required to wear clothing of a significantly different colour.
· Where both Players / pairs have the same or no ranking the Player or pair listed lower in the latest version of the M&Q report made for the Tournament will be required to change the colour of clothing.
LETTERING ON PLAYERS’ CLOTHING (On the back of the shirt)
· Lettering shall be in capital letters in the Roman alphabet and in one single colour contrasting.
Player Name (Mandatory)
· Player’s name lettering must be a minimum height of six (06)centimeters and a maximum height of 10 CM.
· On Player clothing the Player’s name, the Last Name and if desired the initial(s) of the as the First Name.Last Name is defined as the family name, surname or similar name.
Country Name or State Name (If Present)
· The State Name (Applicable for National Event) or Country name (Applicable for International Event) must be a height of five (05) centimeters.
· The country name or State Name, shall be either full country name or State Name in English or Olympic approved abbreviation.
Advertisement (If Present)
· One advertisement contained in a band of uniform width not exceeding 5 CM on the back. Such a band may be at any angle and may be on the back of the shirt.
Sequence on the Shirt is:
Family Name, Initial of First Name (If Present)
Country Name / State Name (If Present)
Advertisement (If Present)
Advertisement on PLAYERS’ CLOTHING (On the Front of the shirt)
Follow to adhere clothing advertisements

A maximum of one advertisement may appear on each of the following locations; 
· left sleeve, right sleeve, left shoulder, right shoulder
· left collar, right collar,  right chest, left chest  and center chest. 
The shoulder is defined as the visible part of the shoulder on the front of the shirt. There must be no more than five advertisements in total and National flags or emblems for the purpose of this regulation count as advertisements. 
Each advertisement, including National flags or emblems, must be 20 square centimeters or less.

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Note - It is not acceptable to tape over nor to pin on advertising nor in any other way to modify such clothing to comply with advertising or other regulations.
Covid Protocol (For Athletes, Coaches, Officials &Organisers)

1. The tournament / Championships will be conducted as per Govt. of India / State Govt. Covid-19 regulations.  SOP guidelines were strictly followed as issued earlier.  

2. As per Covid Guidelines from the Govt of Goa will have to submit Complete Covid 19 Vaccination certification at the time of arrival. 

a. If you are partially Vaccinated or Not vaccinated you have to submit Negative RT- PCR within 72 hours prior to the departure station.

· For the Athletes playing in 55+,60+,65+,70+,75+ age category  RT PCR Report should not before 16 Sep 2021.

· For the Athletes 35+,40+,45+,50+ age category RT PCR Report should not before 20 Sep 2021.

3- Field of Play Restrictions - Players will be only allowed in the venue 90 minutes prior to their scheduled match.

· After completing the player must leave the venue within 60 Minutes

4- Always maintain a physical interpersonal distance of at least 1.5 meters with non-cohabitants. 

5- Always wash your hands frequently and thoroughly. 

6- Respiratory etiquette:
· When coughing or sneezing,  cover your mouth and nose with the inside of your elbow. 

· Use tissues to remove respiratory secretions and throw them away after use. 

· Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth, as hands facilitate the transmission of coronaviruses. 

7- Mask is mandatory for everyone. Players while playing Match are allowed to remove the mask. 

8- Breaching of Covid protocols will be legally handled by Local Govt Authorities
Fit to Play Certificate (Mandatory for Athletes)
Certificate of Medical Fitness - “Fit for participation" certificate signed by their local doctor must be produced by each player to the Referee or Reporting Desk before playing First Match.
